A condition for passing the course is also the implementation of the non-contact part of the course - self-study. This part is mainly carried out by: studying the recommended literature, improving skills, developing research and digital competences, working in groups and preparing for the final test.

Credit will not be awarded to a student who achieves 0 points for any part of the assessment.

The course will be completed by a written test with a maximum mark of 50 points. The student must score at least 32.5 points on the test. A minimum of 46.5 points is required for an A grade, a minimum of 43 points is required for a B grade, a minimum of 39.5 points is required for a C grade, a minimum of 36 points is required for a D grade, and a minimum of 32.5 points is required for an E grade.
