The oral exam will consist of a theoretical question with a practical application.

The prerequisite for the course is the preparation of a seminar paper in the form of an analysis of distinctive features of American English on the example of contemporary film production. The analysis is based on the knowledge gained during the contact teaching as well as self-study. It includes all the language levels discussed during the individual seminars, as well as the cultural-linguistic level. In the continuous assessment, the student can obtain a maximum of 50 points, including 5 points for each of the ten items of the analysis. Points are awarded taking into account the range of features identified, the variety of representation of examples of different kinds and their correct classification. The student must score at least 25 points in the continuous assessment. In the case of a lower score, the student must submit a revised version of the analysis. The student's continuous work includes the completion of exercises to consolidate the acquired knowledge in LMS Moodle, which are not graded.
Final evaluation: written examination (test) with a maximum score of 50 points
Finished: The course will conclude with a written examination that will test active mastery of specific linguistic features of American English in contrastive relation to British English, knowledge of Americanisms at the level of vocabulary, collocations and colloquialisms, an overview of sociolinguistic diversity in the USA, and knowledge of selected linguistic realia. Maximum test score is 50 points. Students must score at least 25 points on the written exam. The total grade is the sum of the points for the term paper and the written test. For an overall course grade of A, at least 92 points is required; for a grade of B-at least 84 points; for a grade of C-at least 78 points; for a grade of D-at leastf 72 points; and for a grade of E-at least 65 points.  In the event that the total score does not reach the 65-point threshold, the student is required to retake the final written test. Credit will not be awarded to a student who receives 0 points for any part of the assessment.

The student must also demonstrate the ability to take a critical approach, to take a stance on the facts described and to support his/her stance with sufficient argumentation. The second component of the midterm evaluation is the compilation of a glossary of cultural and social realities that appear in the course materials. The realia contained in the glossary must be independently categorised by the student according to a conceptual framework that he/she has created. The student may receive a maximum of 10 marks for the glossary. No credit will be awarded for a glossary that shows signs of plagiarism.

To get an A rating, you need to get 100-92% in the test, for a B rating 91-85%, for a C rating 84-79%, for a D rating 78-73% and for an E rating at least 71-65% of the total number of points .
The student will not receive a final grade if he does not obtain a minimum grade of E from the test, or if he does not meet the partial conditions during the course.

  		Continuous evaluation: The continuous evaluation consists of conducting and presentation of the student's original research project, a written evaluation of 5 projects presented by other students, and preparation for the final exam. Students may receive 50 points for this part of the evaluation.

A prerequisite for completing the course is conducting and presentation of the student's own research project: presentation/poster on a specific topic related to the history and culture of selected Anglophone countries (GB, Ireland, USA, Canada, Australia, New Zealand, South Africa, and India) from their beginnings until 2000. The student may receive 35 points for the presentation/poster (content, level of visual and verbal expression). The assignment and deadlines will be specified at the beginning of the semester.

The student may receive 15 points for a written evaluation of 5 projects presented by other students (3 points for each written evaluation).
Final evaluation: The course will be completed by a test with a maximum score of 50 points. For students with special educational needs, there is the option of taking an oral test. A score of at least 96 for the portfolio and the test must be obtained for an A grade, a score of at least 91 for a B grade, a score of at least 86 for a C grade, a score of at least 81 for a D grade and a score of at least 76 for an E grade.

  		Continuous evaluation: The condition for passing the course is attendance at lectures and seminars (min. 75%) and preparation of a portfolio of assignments (6 assignments and 2 self-diagnostic tests in total) based on active participation in seminars, work in teams and self-study. This part includes: the development of individual practical assignments to develop metacognitive skills, which must be handed in by a predetermined deadline, the development and presentation of assignments in teams and the completion of two self-diagnostic tests during the semester

Finished: The course is concluded with a written examination. The exam consists of a written test consisting of theoretical questions (50%) and practical assignments (50%). Grading scale of the test: A 100-93%, B 92-86%, C 85-79%, D 78-72%, E 71-65%, FX 64-0%. For students with special educational needs, there is the option of taking an oral test.
